You will visit the Museum of Mahdia
You will enter the City through the
main Gate of Mahdia (Skifa El
Kahla). then make your way on
foot to the Grand Mosque of
Mahdia (Built by Imam Mahdi).
after Zohr Prayers have lunch at a
local Restaurant and then visit the
Borj el Kabir fort.

Later see the Fatimid Port and then head to Grand Mosque of Mahdia
for Zohr Prayers and leave for Al Jem.

Upon arriving at the city of Al Jem. have lunch and then tour the
Amphitheater of Al Jem which is the 2nd Largest in the world after the
one in Rome and the best preserved to date.

Leave for Kairouan, upon reaching check into your hotel and spend the
rest of the day at leisure

Dinner at the hotel and overnight in Kairouan.

Kairouan

After Breakfast, leave to visit the
Aghlabids Basin which was a
revolution in its days. These large
basins were made to store water for
everyones use.

Followed by a visit to the shrine of
Sayyedi Sahbi. A companion of
Prophet Mohammed SAW.

then visit the Great Mosque of
kairouan also known as the Mosque of
Ogba bin Naf'e.

After praying zohr prayers, head for
lunch at a local restaurant. and then
visit the Mosque of the Three Doors.

Back to hotel, spend the rest of the
day at leisure.
Dinner and overninght in Kairouan
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After Breakfast, transfer to visit the Museum of Raqqada to see
the Fatimid artifacts. then pass by the Ruins of the Aghlabids forts

of Ragqgada.

Back to Kairouan to freshen up and check out from hotel and
head towards Dougga.

Dougga or Thugga was a Berber, Punic and Roman settlement
near present-day Téboursouk in northern Tunisia. The current
archaeological site covers 65 hectares. UNESCO qualified Dougga
as a World Heritage Site in 1997, believing that it represents "the

; best-preserved Roman small town in North Africa"

Then head to Testour, An authentic town that was built by
Muslims and Jews who fled Spain during the Reconquista. The :
town has a unique 400-year old mosque. Its clock rotates R
counter-clockwise and its minaret is adorned with two Stars of ,. - =
David. the town is also famous for its local made cheese. e
Head to Tunis check in to hotel for the last night. :
